Our annual report, along with the financial statements
were tabled in Parliament on October 18, 2018.

Fiscal year 2017-2018 was the fourth year of operations
for WDBA. During the year WDBA activities were focused
on the P3 procurement process, in addition to
engagement and study activities, and on advancing:

e Completing Early Works
e Utility relocation in Canada

e Utility relocation in Michigan.



To support these activities, WDBA received $150 million
in appropriations. These funds were used for property
acquisition activities in Michigan, the Early Works,
Canadian and US utility relocation, design and
engineering costs and WDBA operations.
